Each

model has its own unique characteristics,

and customised pumps can be provided

for special requirements such as MGE

motors and special voltages, shaft seals,

flanges and pump lengths.

High Performance
The versatile Grundfos pumps are de-

signed for reliable, trouble-free operation

under the most demanding circumstances

that industrial applications entail. The

series comprises a variety of models of

high-performance centrifugal pumps,

capable of delivering from 0.5 to 90 m3/h

at a pressure of up to 25 bar. 

GRUNDFOS MTA/MTAD
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MTA 3 & 4
The Grundfos MTA series represents a whole new concept

in low pressure immersible pumps. The MTA pumps have

an “open” stainless steel impeller, which allows for pumping

of moderate amounts of solids and fibres as well as high-

viscosity liquids. The use of stainless steel makes the pumps

very corrosion-resistant. 

The bearing system in the MTA models is a graphite/com-

posite combination, which allows for dry running. The

system also serves to balance the shaft. The tank flange

on the MTA pumps fits both DIN and JEM standards.

The pumps are fitted with a diverting disc which effectively

prevents the pumped liquid from entering the motor. An

MTA pump is easy to install, service and clean, and no

special tools are needed.

The MTA pumps are capable of delivering from 0.5 to 

7.2 m3/h at a pressure of 1 bar. 

MTAD
The Grundfos MTAD pump is a two-chamber version of an

MTA pump – in reality two pumps in one. The two chamber

principle provides unique possibilities for hydraulic com-

binations and flexibility, and it makes the MTAD a space

saving and highly price competitive alternative to a two

pump solution.

The MTAD pumps are capable of delivering from 3 to

12/24 m3/h at a pressure of up to 1 bar.
